Day 4: Rathbaun Farm, Burren & Cliffs of Moher 
Travel south, stopping at Rathbaun Farm for a 
warm welcome, sheepdog demonstrations, and 
tea with freshly baked scones.

Later, take a traditional Jaunting Car ride through 
Killarney National Park, passing lakes, woodlands, 
and roaming red deer. Enjoy an Afternoon Tea in 
the Grand Foyer of the Great Southern Hotel.

TRAVEL AUTHORIZATIONS /VISAS:  Some InternaƟonal desƟnaƟons require Electronic Travel AuthorizaƟons (ETA, 
ETIAS, etc.) or Visas. It is the passengers' responsibility  to ensure they have the proper documentaƟon for travel.
