It last erupted in 1790 and has slumbered ever 
since, though that does not mean it won’t one day wake up. The Hawaiians revere it as a sacred site, and tell 
tales of Pele, Goddess of Fire and Volcanos.  The views from the top are magnificent. If the day is clear, you may 
even make out two other towering peaks – Mauna Loa and Mauna Kea on the Big Island. From the crater’s rim, 
you'll be able to appreciate first hand the unique beauty of this imposing caldera with its interesting mix of volcanic 
rock and plant life, some of which, like the silversword plant, is found only in Hawaii's volcanic craters. 
 
Oct 13:  Hilo, Hawaii—  Today your ship arrives on the Big Island of Hawaii.  Enjoy a full-day included tour with 
lunch.  See some of the Big Island’s most impressive and diverse natural wonders, from its volcanoes to its 
tropical forests to its world-famous black sand beaches.
