The castle also houses the 
iconic Mons Meg cannon. A tour through its grounds brings to 
life Scotland’s dramatic history. Don’t miss the daily one o’clock 
gun salute and panoramic views over Princes Street. Dinner on 
own.

Day 4:  EDINBURGH – ST. ANDREWS - ABERDEEN.  
St. Andrews and its Cathedral – St. Andrews 
is home to the oldest university in Scotland 
where Prince William met Kate Middleton.
